he simple two-storey building of the 19th century, at 22

Panos Street in Plaka, houses the permanent exhibition
“Man and Tools. Aspects of labour in the pre-industrial so-
ciety” with objects, tools, and products of traditional labour
donated to the Museum of Modem Greek Culture by the
Society for Ethnographic Studies.

In a multilayered exhibition environment, the history of the
pre-industrial labour is presented in an experiential way in
two distinct sections, dedicated to the tools and the people
who manufactured and used them in the rural and urban
environment, respectively.

The tools

The objects become the occasion to narrate stories aiming
mainly at displaying the tools’ significance for their producers
and users before the era of mass production. The exhibition
addresses issues such as the relationship and economic value
of pre-industrial tools in comparison with industrial ones, the
impact of the environmental conditions in tool construction,
the profound emotional relationship that frequently evolves
between craftsmen and their equipment.
