he Archaeological Museum at Aigion is hosted in the restored
neoclassical market of Aigion, and its collections include an-
tiquities deriving from Aigialeia.

The neoclassical market of Aigion, as testified by the surviving inscrip-
tion on the lintel of the north entrance, was either buitt or inaugurated
in 1890. Due to the fact that the architect E. Ziller had worked during
the same period at Aigion, mainly designing churches, the agora is at-
tributed to him, a fact though that is not verified by written sources.

The first attempts in order for the building to be granted to the
Archaeological Service by the County of Aigion commenced in
[976. After the coordinated effort of the County of Aigion and of
the former 6th Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities, the
aim was finally accomplished, and in the 6 August of 1994, the inau-
guration of the Archaeological Museum took place. The concession
of the building was recently renewed for a period of 30 years. Only
the east wing and the gallery of the patio are currently used as a
museum. The destructive earthquake of the I5th June 1995 caused
considerable damages to the monument, resulting in the interrup-
tion of its function until restoration.

The objects displayed derive from all over ancient Aigialeia, ex-
cept for the section that nowadays belongs to the county of Cor-
inth, forming part of rescue and systematic excavations.

Ancient Aigialeia formed part of the ancient Achaea during the
historical times. Many significant cities were developed in this area,

among which the most known was Helike, which was destroyed in
373 BC, and Aigion which succeeded the latter. Other important
cities in the area were Aigeira, Voura, Aigae, Keryneia, Rhypae and
Pellene, which along with the cities of Western Achaea formed the
Achaean League.

The exhibition is developed in chronological order, in order for the
visitor to be able to be informed both on the evolution of art and
on the historical events of each period not only in Aigion, but in the
whole of the area of Aigialeia. Thus, the objects of the Neolithic, Pro-
to Helladic, Middle Helladic, Mycenaean, Geometrical, Archaic, Clas-
sical, Hellenistic and Roman period are separately exhibited. Due to
the restricted space, the selection of the displayed objects was rigid,
while a separate hall was exclusively reserved for the most important
find of the rescue excavations of the Ephorate at Aigion, namely the
marble statue of Zeus Aigiochos (aegis-bearing Zeus).
