he archaeological site of ancient Sikyon began to be uncovered as early

as the end of the |9th century, when the American School of Classical
Studies in Athens excavated part of the ancient theatre. The rest of the
site was excavated by the Archaeological Society of Athens in the 20th
century, mainly under the supervision of the architect and archaeologist
An. Orlandos.

THE SITE

The monuments uncovered belong to the Hellenistic and Roman period,
and are part of the city founded in 303 BC by Demetrios Poliorketes. They
include the public buildings in the agora, the theatre, stadium and Balaneion
(Roman bathhouse), in which the archaeological museum is housed.

In the agora, a long Doric temple has been excavated, with building phases
dating from the Archaic to the Hellenistic period. It was converted into a ba-
silica in Early Christian times. The Bouleuterion and a long stoa, which were
built in the 4th c. BC, have been uncovered in the east part of the agora. In
Roman times the Bouleuterion was converted into a public bathhouse, and
the stoa underwent repairs.

In the lower slopes of the Hellenistic acropolis, in the south-west part of the
agora, stands the imposing Gymnasium - Palaestra, which dates from the
Hellenistic and Roman period. The monumental complex is built on two
terraces that communicate by way of three staircases. Prominent amongst
the structures are two fountain houses set along the retaining wall support-
ing the upper level of the complex.

The theatre, cut into a natural depression in the lower slopes of the Hel-
lenistic acropolis, dates from the end of the 4th c. BC. It consists of the

cavea, orchestra and stage-building, and has two vaulted passageways at the
edges of the cavea through which spectators entered, which are the only
examples of their kind in Hellenistic architecture. Extensions were added in
the Roman period, mainly to the stage-building.

Although the stadium to the west of the theatre has not been excavated, it
can be made out on account of the form of the terrain. The curve can be
seen at the south end, and the long track ends at the retaining walls that
held back the earth deposits at the north end.

THE MUSEUM

The Sikyon Museum is housed in part of a Roman bathhouse to the north
of the agora of the Hellenistic and Roman city. It was brick-built public baths
preserved in fairly good condition, with walls surviving to a height of 4 m.
In 1935, Professor An. Orlandos excavated the monumental complex and
restored four of the rooms to serve as an archaeological museum.

COURTYARD

It has a display of architectural members, grave stelai and inscribed bases
from monuments of Hellenistic, Roman and Early Christian Sikyon.

ROOMA

It contains architectural members from public buildings of the Hellenistic
and Roman city. Also on display are fragments of statues and statuettes,
mainly of gods and goddesses (either from the excavation of the bathhouse
and the theatre, or chance finds), inscriptions and part of a floor mosaic
from a house dating from the Classical period.




ROOM B

It is devoted to the sculpture of ancient Sikyon. It contains statuettes and
votive reliefs of the Hellenistic and Roman period, and statues of officials
and female figures of the Roman period. These finds come mainly from the
bathhouse and the Gymnasium - Palaestra. Part of a mosaic floor from a
house of the Classical period is also displayed in this room.

ROOM C

[t contains grave offerings and grave markers from the cemeteries of Sikyon,
dating from the Mycenaean to the Roman period. Also on display here are
figurines and objects from the cave of Pitsa, including lamps, examples of
metalwork, and coins from both Sikyon and other cities. The centre of the
room is dominated by a mosaic floor from a house of the Classical period.
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
