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Pylos Museum houses archaeological finds from excavations in the
area of Pylia dating from the Neolithic period to Roman times.

The first traces of inhabitation in the area of Pylia (Koryphasio,
Voidokilia, Kotronakia, Chandrinos) go back to Neolithic times
(middle of the 6th millennium BC).

Archaeological finds discovered on the site of the so-called tomb
of Thrasymedes reveal the existence of a flourishing Early Helladic
settlement in the 3rd millennium BC. The palace of Nestor at Epano
Englianos, the tholos tomb at Voidokilia, the tholos tombs at Koukou-
nara, and a number of other excavated sites all attest to the prosper-
ity of the region during the Mycenaean period (1600-1100 BC).

In the Geometric and Archaic periods a new city, which had the
same name as the prehistoric city, grew up at Koryphasio above
the bay of Voidokilia. Major historical developments over the fol-
lowing years led to the subjection of Pylos and the entire region to
the Lacedaimonians (454 BC). During the period of Macedonian
predominance in Greece, Pylos is referred to as a free Messenian
town, which survived into the Hellenistic period and Roman times.

ROOM |

This room houses objects of the Mycenaean period (Late Helladic
period), mainly from Voidokilia and Koukounara.

Case A2 contains grave offerings from the tholos tomb at Voido-
kilia, including Mycenaean and Hellenistic pottery, a gold band, flint
arrow-heads and beads of gold, amethyst and sardius.

Finds from the tholos tombs at Koukounara are displayed in cases
A3 and A4. In addition to vases with rich painted decoration, there
are items of jewellery, seal-stones with relief scenes of animals, a
boar’s tusk helmet, and a necklace with glass-paste beads, all dating
from the Late Helladic lIA-IIB period.

The two-handled cylindrical pyxis in the Laconian 7th-century style
in case A6 comes from tholos tomb | at Koukounara. It is decorated
with lions, birds and other supplementary motifs and is evidence for
a later funerary cult in the tomb.

The rich grave offerings dating from the Late Helladic IlIA-B pe-
riod in case A7 also come from the tholos tombs at Koukounara.
Outstanding amongst them are the gold bands with a crocus flow-
er, two necklaces and a seal-stone with an engraving of two con-
fronted bucrania.

The other cases contain finds from Nisakouli, Methoni, the tholos
tombs at Vlachopoulou and Tourliditsa, and the tumulus at Kissos,

Soulinari. The amphoriskoi displayed outside the showcases also
come from Koukounara, with one from Koryphasio.

ROOM I

This room contains finds from the Hellenistic cemeteries exca-
vated in the area of Tsopani Rachi and Divari, Yalova.

Cases B9 and BIO contain vases, gold bands and a gold olive leaf
from the Hellenistic tumulus at Tsopani Rachi. The three glass sky-
phoi from this same region are of great interest.

In case Bl are displayed vases from the Hellenistic cemetery at
Divari, Yalova: trefoil oinochoai, pyxides, lagynoi, Megarian bowls,
kantharoi and a glass, alabaster-type vase. Case BI2 is devoted to
vases and small finds from the Perdikeas collection, and other items
from various parts of Pylia.

Outside the showcases are the two superb bronze statuettes of
the Dioskouroi(?) from Kyparissia, dating from Late Roman times,
the Archaic pithos from Chandrinos, the poros astragal from Tso-
pani Rachi, and the Middle Helladic pithos from Militsa.
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
